INTRODUCTION

A new post has been created to assist the Chief Fishery Officer (CFO) in dealing with instructions from the Committee, key work streams and additional work relating to the change of the organisation from Sea Fisheries Committee (SFC) to Inshore Fisheries and Conservation Authority (IFCA). This will include assisting with future planning preparation for the first meeting of the shadow IFCA in October 2010 and undertaking tasks identified by the new IFCA Committee thereafter. Working hours are 37 hours per 7 day week.

MAIN DUTIES
1. To assist the CFO in planning for, and undertaking the change to IFCA and future work relating to the IFCA’s new duties and responsibilities.
2. Monitor changes to Fisheries legislation and brief the Committee and staff on these changes and maintain a thorough knowledge of the Committee’s byelaws, National and EU legislation. Co-ordinate information relating to offences reported by officers and prepare case files for submission to the Committee’s solicitors. Undertake the enforcement of relevant fisheries legislation within the District. To assist the CFO in providing instructions to Fishery Officers.
3. To work with the skippers of the Committee’s Patrol Vessels to co-ordinate the efficient and effective operation of those vessels and crew. This will include the maintenance of the vessels, and other work the vessels may be required to carry out which may include charter work for other bodies and organisations or communications centre and reconnaissance vessel in the event of an oil spillage emergency. 
4. To ensure that the Committee's staff are adequately trained for the work required of them and that all legislative and Committee policy requirements relating to their employment, including Health and Safety Assist requirements.

5. To assist the CFO in responding to formal consultations relating to the District.
To report as required upon matters relating to the SFC/IFCA business, keep such records as required and assist with assessment of data. To respond to consultation from outside bodies, assess impact upon fishery and provide advice to Committee.
6. Support the day to day running of the team including administration and response to enquiries.
7. To assist with the organisation and undertaking of survey and monitoring work as requested by the CFO and act as Patrol Vessel crew member when required.
8. To carry out any other duties which may be assigned to by the CFO, Clerk or the Committee.

9. To deputise for the CFO in his absence and take responsibility for the day to day running of the organisation.
